Archaeology from a different perspective: 

the consultant’s view 
This talk looks at the ways in which the professional work of a consultant archaeologist differs from that of the theoretical or academic archaeologist. It identifies some of the pressures and the different emphases that the consultant must address. The archaeology is no less rigorous. In fact, circumstances almost invariably demand great rigour in investigation and interpretation. But archaeology is no longer a discrete pursuit in its own right having become, rather, a tool in the estimation of heritage values. A virtual tour of two recent projects will illustrate the archaeology and help explain the way in which proper archaeological study has defined heritage values.

Paul Rheinberger describes himself as a statutory relic. Originally a lawyer, he converted to history and historical archaeology in the late ‘80s and has been a consultant archaeologist since 1993, specialising in historical archaeology over the last five years. He works mainly in the Hunter and North Coast areas and covers rural, urban, transport and industrial archaeology. He refuses to retire because he enjoys archaeology so much!

FIELD TRIP DIRECTIONS

As per the mud map (follow the arrows):

Follow the Barton Highway north out of Canberra, go straight through the Gundaroo roundabout and do a U-turn at the National Dinosaur Museum/Gold Creek Village turnoff. 
Come back down the Barton and take the second driveway exit on the left (don’t go as far as the roundabout). 
The first driveway is to the Deaside property, the next driveway is to the blacksmith’s workshop. 
There is a row of large cypress (?) pines on a small hill next to the highway, the driveway runs behind them.
The blacksmiths workshop is the corrugated iron shed that you will be able to see behind a wire fence.
Park where you can and remember to bring along a hat, sunscreen and some water!
